NAUTICAL FACT OF THE DAY
NAVIGATIONAL LIGHTS =

Vessels carry specially coloured navigational

lights, which were originally developed by
Cunard, and are the lights which are laid
down under the “International Regulations for
Preventing Collisions at Sea” which vessels
must display when at sea. They include a white
light on the mast (two lights if the vessel is
over 50 metres in length and with the second
abaft of and higher than the first), red and
green sidelights to the port and starboard
respectively, and a white stern light. Their
arcs of visibility are strictly laid down so that
it is possible to judge the course of a ship at
night by studying the steaming lights which are
visible to an observer.
